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Edinburgh [‘edinbersa] has been the capital of Scotland since 1437 and is the seat of the
Scottish Parliament. Its nickname is Athens of the North. It has a population of 448,624.
The city is one of Europe's most important tourist destinations, attracting around 13
million visitors a year. It is the second most visited tourist destination in the United
Kingdom, after London.

If you come to Edinburgh by train from the south,
the first thing you see when you leave Waverley
Station is Edinburgh Castle. It stands high over the
city. Soldiers in kilts take visitors round and tell them
the castle’s story. From the castle, you see over
most of the city. Go at one o’clock and you can hear
the famous one o’clock gun. It makes a very loud
noise!
